UKBA failing to monitor asylum applications of gay and lesbian people despite court ruling barring deportations

May 3, 2011

The Guardian has reported that the UK Border Agency is failing to collect data on the number of people who apply for asylum and are refused asylum on the basis of their sexual orientation. This means that the government cannot know whether gay and lesbian asylum seekers are being deported to countries were they may face persecution on the basis of sexual orientation. This comes on the back of a court ruling stating that the UK should not deport gay and lesbian asylum seekers to countries where they could face prosecution based on their sexuality. The lack of data means that there is no way of veifying whether the ruling is being followed.

Housing benefit cuts have disproportionate effect on BME families

A briefing paper prepared Race Equality Foundation (REF) argues that the housing benefit cuts enacted by the coalition government in April will have a disproportinate impact on black and minority ethnic families.

It pointed to Department for Work and Pensions research which estimated 30 per cent of households affected by capping local housing allowance payments to a maximum of four bedrooms included someone from a BME background.

The study also said around half of Bangladeshi and Pakistani children and around a third of black African children belong to families of three or more children, compared with around a sixth of white British children.

New charities bill

The department's assessment of the complexity of the legislation seems accurate: charity law can currently be found in the Charities Act 2006, the Charities Act 1993 and the Recreational Charities Act 1958.

However, the move to simplify it came as a surprise to many charity lawyers, who had known a consolidation bill was in the pipeline but did not know its publication was imminent. Many were surprised that, with a review of the 2006 act due this year, the introduction of the consolidated bill had not been postponed in order to include any changes that resulted from the review.

Leaders Together is a Time Bank project that will match you with a senior professional volunteer mentor to support you one-to-one with everything from fundraising and financial management to strategic planning or communications.   As long as your organisation is based in London and your annual income is up to £100,000 – you can get this free support. You’ll meet with your mentor for a minimum of 24 hours over six months, get training before you start and have a chance to meet other leaders from small charity or community groups.
